Background 
and Context 

The concept of a Minor Release Delivery work stream was introduced 
within Xoserve earlier this year with the aim of delivering changes that are 
less than 100 days effort to deliver and/or are prioritised for delivery 
before the next available Major Release. 
 
Changes to be delivered by the work stream would generally be changes 
with no impact to external customer’s processes or systems as these 
‘larger’ changes would be placed for delivery within a ‘Major Release’. 
 
Please be advised that the first Minor Release delivery is currently ‘in-
flight’ and is planned to deploy four ‘deferred changes’ from UKLP R1 on 
the 14th July 2018. This is as captured and visible within the Xoserve 
POAP.  
 
Please note for information that previously MiR Drop 1 was scheduled for 
delivery on 11/06. However, as part of a review of the Xoserve change 
implementation profile the decision was made to defer delivery to 14/07. 
This deferment was in recognition of Xoserve’s priority to deliver a 
successful implementation of Release 2 and due to the belief that it was 
of shared interest to avoid compromising this Major Release. 
 
Whilst MiR Drop 1 has been deferred to July, Xoserve will continue to 
utilise any workarounds in place for those changes that require them and 
believe this will not impact your existing service standards from Xoserve.
